The
new are products that the mill is producing. The 200-year-old mill still works and still produces
flour and meal for sale.

Just in time for the holidays, Colvin Run has done a limited run of milled grains that the site
doesn’t normally offer. Roasted Cornmeal, Buckwheat Flour, Rye Flour, and Organically Grown
Hard Wheat Flour are available at the park’s country store. These new grains are in addition to
the site’s core products, which are also available.

The Roasted Cornmeal is $5 for a two-pound bag. All other products are $6 for two pounds. The
limited-run products are only available while supplies last.
