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Green Spring Gardens Celebrates Cherry Blossoms 
 

Green Spring Gardens will hold two programs this spring to celebrate the beauty and history of 
the cherry blossom. One is a family program, the other is a Japanese-themed tea. 
 
Children and their families will enjoy visiting learning stations on April 2, 2016. Visitors can 
hear a story, try their hand at origami and chopsticks, paint a Japanese style lantern, and seek out 
beautiful cherry trees on a cherry tree hunt.

On Sunday, April 10 adults can enjoy a Japanese-themed tea at the Madame Butterfly program 
built around the short story that influenced Puccini’s beloved opera of the same name. Discover 
the prevailing attitudes that brought these characters together in Japan and the “temporary wives” 
who became real-life “Butterflies.” This program runs from 1 p.m. to 3 p.m., and the cost is $42 
per person for program and tea or $12 per person for the program only. Reservations are required 
and can be made by calling 703-941-7987.
